To meet the ever-growing global demand for solid

biblical training that is affordable, accessible, and culturally
relevant for the poor, TUMI has been charged with a
vision to retool our operations for an even greater capacity.
Our goal is to train 100,000 students with our Fight the
Good Fight of Faith discipleship resource, equip 10,000
leaders in Capstone, expand to 820 satellites, and
penetrate into 40 countries and 12 languages by 2021,
World Impact’s 50th anniversary year.

In order to resource this worthy vision we will need to
both rebuild our infrastructure and obtain translation
help to translate Fight the Good Fight of Faith into 20
languages and The Capstone Curriculum into 10 additional
languages. To attain this goal we are trusting God to
help us raise $6 million over the next 6 years.
